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Dear Brothers,

As you glance over the pages of this Annual Report, you’ll observe a sea of names belonging to our brothers, most
of whom you’ve probably never met. These are brothers who are committed to the current and future success of
Delta Sigma Phi and its members. We are honored to be in your company, and we are grateful for your support of
the Foundation and the many thousands of brothers your gifts will reach.

As a result of your support our undergraduates are receiving first-rate leadership training and per-
sonal development programs like the Leadership Institute and the Regional Leadership
Academies. This year $125,000 was granted to the National Fraternity to support these initia-
tives that provide life-changing learning experiences for our undergraduate members. Look
for testimonials throughout this report that illustrate the significance of these programs in
the lives of our brothers.

Our Pyramid Perpetuation giving program was established in late 2003 to better address the
growing educational needs of individual chapters. Pyramid Perpetuation allows you to allo-
cate 25% of your Foundation gift to your chapter’s 21 Century Fund, a restricted chapter
account within the Foundation. The total dollar amount donated to our undergraduate chap-
ters, as a result of this program, has grown by 25% in the past year. Distributions from 21+
Century Funds resulted in more than $45,000 granted directly to chapters for educational purpos-
es, such as scholarships.

In its third year of existence the 1899 Society, made up of donors who commit to giving $1000+ annually for at
least 5 years, grew to 163 members by the end of June 2004. This commitment from our top financial supporters
enables us to project the growth of our leadership education programs more strategically.

Our endowment fund recently grew beyond the $750,000 mark as a result of a $70,000 bequest from Dr. Edward
W. Clements, San Jose State '48. Ed served on the Grand Council in the 1960, which at that time was known as
the Board of Governors. You'll find an article highlighting Ed, his life and his membership, on page 21.

This was a year of growth for new programs as well. Our first major online gift appeal was sent this past spring net-
ting 150 new donors for the Foundation. To our newest donors, we welcome you and look forward to partnering
with you.

As we look to the coming year, the size of the Foundation Board of Trustees will increase to 50 members (from 10)
by 2006. This move will enhance the fundraising capacity of the Board. Initial recruitment efforts have already
resulted in an increase to 18 trustees.

Acknowledging that the success of our undergraduate members contributes to the overall strength of the organiza-
tion, we have preliminary plans in place to begin another major campaign. Funds raised will improve support for
leadership training, scholarships and educational aspects of chapter housing. We have also established a long-term
goal to increase the Foundation’s assets to $25 million (from $3 million) within 15-20 years through various means,
including an expanded planned giving program.

As we continue to grow in our ability to support excellent programs for our undergraduates we are encouraged by
the promising future of Delta Sigma Phi. Your support provides the resources needed to better equip our under-
graduates and ensure the future of the organization. The pages that follow share highlights from the past year and
encouragement that your generosity makes the work we all do together possible.
